What should | do?

DO NOT DRINK THE WATER WITHOUT BOILING IT FIRST. Bring all water to a boil, let it boil
for one minute, and let it cool before using, or alternatively use bottled water. Boiled or
bottled water should be used for drinking, making ice, brushing teeth, washing dishes, and
preparing food. Boiling kills bacteria and other organisms in the water. Continue using boiled
or hottled water until further notice.

What happened? What is being done?
The pressure loss occurred because of a Power Outage due to wind and storms. We are taking

immediate steps to solve this problem.

When the water pressure has been restored and the water testing has been completed, we will
notify you that you no longer need to boil water. Boil water or use bottle water until then.
